In the event that one or more of the guests fails to arrive on the Arrival Date without any prior notice (“No-Show”), Party B must compensate Party A in full for the first nights’ accommodation plus any meals requested for that guest(s).

7.2 Party B reserves the right to impose the following cancellation/ no-show charge:-

For FITs ( less than 10 rooms)

· Minimum of 04 days’notice prior to the Arrival Date in Low Season ( April – September )

· Minimum of 07 days’notice prior to the Arrival Date in High Season ( October – March)

For GITs ( from 10 rooms and above )

· Minimum of 21 days’ notice prior to the Arrival Date in Low Season ( April – September )

· Minimum of 30 days’ notice prior to the Arrival Date in High Season ( October – March )

Should Party B fail to comply with the above stated policy, Party A will classify the reservation as a “No-Show” and reserves the right to claim full compensation for the first nights’ accommodation.

7.3 Party B must also inform Party A of any change or cancellation in Food & Beverage requests in writing and transmit by fax or email:

7.4 Minimum of 24 hours’ notice prior to the Arrival Date (if request is for group of less than 20 people).

7.5 Minimum of 48 hours’ notice prior to the Arrival Date (if request is for group of more than 20 people).

Should Party B fail to comply with the above stated policy, Party A reserves the right to claim full compensation for the Food & Beverage arranged.
