PROJECT DETAILS

Functional details of the business process involved in the project:

Goods Receipt Process: - Tea is first bought from different Tea buying units. The tea buying units are the large scale brokers. After the tea is bought, the transporter carries with them a STN (stationary transfer note) copy. The STN then gets uploaded into the system (SAP).  The tea is then dispatched to different warehouses. The warehouse supervisor allocates a specific location in his warehouse on the STN copy. The STN along with all the location details are verified and posted into the system. Once the STN gets posted into the system the material is available to the blending team. The blending team mixes different tea blends and finally it gets prepared for production.

Stationary Transfer Order Process: - Tea is usually sent from one location to another for production.  For sending the material the transporter needs to carry a Stationary Transfer Order (STO). The STO for a particular process order is created in the system (SAP) and finally the materials are issued to different production units. 
ASO Process: - In this process tea is already blended but it lies in one location. The material (tea) is then taken into a centralized account location for some time and finally gets dispatched to factory location. The material after being transferred to the factory location gets available to the production team.

Technical Implementation of the above described business process:

SAP Material Management Module is used to implement the below process.

Goods Receipt Process: - To do GR (Goods receipt) MIGO transaction is used. Here goods receipt and outbound delivery are selected as inputs. On entering the STN (Stationary Transfer Note) number the material details are shown. The location is entered in the form as mentioned in the STN copy. The check option is clicked for verifying the form details. Finally Post option is clicked to make the material available to the blending department. A document number gets generated fro the system after posting the STN. This document number is the key link to the STN for future use.

Stationary Transfer Order Process: - Given below are the transaction codes used for STO creation. (The Transaction codes starting with y are Hindustan Unilever (HLL) Specific t-codes). The transaction codes are used sequentially top down as a part of the process.
