	A connection pool is an efficient mechanism for handling expensive resource connections like JDBC connections. It keeps a set of connections ready in a pool before the connections are demanded by a client application. The connection pool has a configurable number of initial connections and also a threshold number defined. When the threshold is reached the pool receives a fresh set of connections again defined by a property called increment size.

The connection pool also had a mechanism to do dead connection management. The dead connection management was being done with a daemon thread which would sweep the pool every defined time interval and recreate fresh connections and close all dead connection objects. The pool module had a very convenient interface for the client systems.
